How to Apply

What should | apply for?

You should apply to re-sit an exam; or to undertake a repeat placement for a course.
Eligibility

Only students who hold a failing grade in a class course can attempt a re-sit.

When Can | Resit an Exam?

If you did not attend or did not pass a semester exam, you can re-sit this exam in the same year the next academic session.

Exam Timetable

Exam timetables are published at least 3 weeks before the relevant exam and will be available from your Student Services
Officer or Registrar when you have applied and been registered for an exam.

Late Applications

Late applications may not always be accepted and are subject to School approval. The school is not required to provide an
exam for a course with no students registered for the resit exam by the resit exam application deadline. Students who apply
late are not guaranteed an exam will be scheduled and may find they will have to resit their exam(s) at a future exam date.
Equally if a clash occurs in your timetable due to your making a late application, please speak to your Student Service Advisor.
If they cannot make alternative arrangements you will need to wait until the next available exam date. In some cases this will
affect a student’s automatic programme progression to the new session ahead. Therefore be sure to apply before the Re-sit
Application Deadline.

The late fee of $500 will apply to all applications made after the deadline date.
